4-5 yr. olds - Thursdays 5:15p.m. Beginning 3/15 

Practices will last approximately 45 minutes and 
will be held at Meigs Park which is located on the 
corner of Park Avenue and Davis Drive. 
 

Attire and Equipment  Shin guards and socks 
(any color) are required for all players and are the 
responsibility of the player. Socks must fully cover 
the shin guards. 

T-Shirts will be provided for all players. Bottoms 
can be shorts, sweats or jeans. Players may wear 
any tennis shoes or opt to wear soccer cleats (no 
metal cleats).

Award Celebration An end of season celebra-
tion will be held during the last session of the 
season. The 4-5 year olds will have soccer matches 
and ALL participants will receive a certificate and a 
medal! 

  Frequent Questions 
 
Where is Meigs Park? Turn onto Cedar Street from 
Partin Drive North (Hwy 285).  At first stop sign, turn 
left onto First Street. The park will be located on your 
right. Please do not block anyone’s driveway. 
 
Can we be on the same team as So-and-So? 
Unlike the Upward Leagues, Star Soccer does not break 
up into teams. Each age group practices and plays 
together so requests are unnecessary. 
 
What are practices like? The children will be 
assigned to a certain color station. Each station will 
learn and practice skills with their team leader. Matches 
will be held at the end of the season where they will 
play 3 v 3 with no goalie. 
 
I would like to be a team leader—what do I 
need to do?  Please submit your name on your 
child’s registration form. The program coordinator will 
contact you and confirm your interest in helping with 
this season. You will be required to submit to a back-
ground check before the first practice. 
 
Each team leader is under the direction of our main 
coach and will be fully trained. They will assist in lead-
ing skill stations for the players. There will be 8-10 
children assigned to every two group leaders.
